Eye on the Tigers
Princeton is 24-4 overall and is making its second straight NCAA Tournament appearance after winning 
the Ivy League with a 13-1 record. This is the Tigers' second appearance in the tournament in program 
history. Princeton is riding a 10-game winning streak most recently defeating Penn 78-27 in the regular 
season finale on March 8.
	 The Ivy League Player of the Year senior guard Addie Micir leads the Tigers in scoring with 12.1 
points per game. She is the team's best free-throw and three-pointer shooter, hitting 80 percent of her 
free chances and 46.8 percent of her three-balls. Micir also sports a team-high 92 assists to go along with 
34 steals and 15 blocks. Junior post Devona Allgood adds 12 points per game and has a team-high 41 
blocks. She led the Ivy League in field goal percentage (53.8) and in rebounds with 7.3 per game. Junior 
guard Lauren Edwards contributes 11.7 points and 4.8 rebounds per game. The Ivy League Defensive 
Player of the Year, sophomore point guard Lauren Polansky has a team-high 52 steals and 80 assists. 
	 Princeton averages 69.9 points per game, a +18.6 scoring margin over its opponents, who are 
averaging just 51.3 ppg. The Tigers shoot 44.7 percent from the field, 41.8 percent from long range and 
70 percent from the charity stripe.

The Princeton/Georgetown Series
Princeton and Georgetown have met twice in program history. The Hoyas won a 83-62 game in the Tigers' 
1996 season opener in Georgetown. Princeton followed up with a win at home the next year, taking a 71-
44 game at Jadwin on Nov. 23, 1997.

Princeton/Georgetown Connections
Princeton has several ties to Georgetown. 
	 Georgetown head men's basketball coach John Thompson III played basketball at Princeton under 
Pete Carril, and was head coach of the Tigers from 2000-04 after serving as assistant coach from 1995-
00. The assistant director of basketball operations Scott Greenman was an assistant coach at Princeton 
for three years after graduating from Old Nassau in 2006 where he was a three-year starter.
	 Princeton men's head coach Sydney Johnson served as Thompson's assistant coach for three years 
(2004-07) before he was hired at Princeton in 2007. Assistant coach Martin Bahar worked at Georgetown 
for three years as the men's basketball assistant film/coordinator before joining the Tigers in 2009. 
	 A legendary Princeton men's basketball game was in 1989 NCAA Tournament, when as a 16-seed the 
Tigers nearly defeated No. 1 Georgetown, 50-49.
	 Georgetown's head men's and women's swimming/diving coach Jamie Holder was an assistant coach 
for Princeton swimming/diving from 2005-10. He is also a 2000 Princeton graduate
	 The Princeton and Georgetown baseball teams will be facing off this weekend, playing a game Friday, 
Saturday and Sunday at Shirley Povich Field in Georgetown.

Full Circle
Maryland is where it all started for head coach Courtney Banghart, her staff and seniors Addie Micir and 
Krystal Hill. The crew came in to Princeton together four years ago and played its first game at Maryland 
on Nov. 9, 2007 in the Preseason WNIT. The Terps won that season-opening game, 76-52.

Scouting the Hoyas
Georgetown is 22-10 overall after earning the eighth seed in the BIG EAST Tournament defeating Syracuse 
61-60 before falling to Connecticut. The Hoyas closed out the regular season with a 1-4 record. The Hoyas 
have been in the national rankings all season currently sitting at No. 23 in the AP Poll and No. 21 in the 
ESPN/USA Today Coaches Poll. The Blue & Gray has had four wins over nationally-ranked opponents and 
two over top 10 opponents. The team has defeated six NCAA Tournament squads. Georgetown has been 
to the NCAA Tournament twice before. Last year as No. 5 seed they defeated No. 12 Marist before falling 
to No. 4 Baylor. The program's first bid came in 1993 when it reached the Sweet 16 with a 23-7 record.
	 The Hoyas are paced by sophomore guard Sugar Rodgers. She averages 18.2 points per game while 
adding 4.7 rebounds, 82 steals and 75 assists. Rodgers is the team's best free-throw shooter hitting 82.7 
percent (91-110) of her shots. She also has the most three's on the team with 83, shooting 33.5 percent 
from long range. Senior guard Monica McNutt is also scoring in double figures with 10.4 points per game 
while pulling down 4.4 rebounds. Junior forward Tia Magee is the team leader on the glass with 5.0 
boards while junior forward Adria Crawford adds 4.8 per game. Crawford also has a team-high 17 blocks 
while Alexa Roche has 16 off the bench. Junior guard Rubylee Wright has a team-high 164 assists and 
adds 7.5 points per game.
	 Georgetown averages 63.5 points per game, a +7.2 margin over its opponents. The team shoots 39.1 
percent from the field, 31.3 percent from behind the arc and 68.4 percent from the line.

Century Mark
Princeton's game with Georgetown in the 2011 NCAA Tournament marks the program's 1,000th game.

How We Got Here
Princeton won its second consecutive Ivy League Championship, clinching the 
title outright with a 68-59 win over Harvard on March 5. This is the team's 
ninth title. The team won five times in the 1970 and 80s prior to the NCAA 
Tournament, in 1975, 76, 77, 78 and 85. The Tigers earned a share of the title 
in 1999 and 2006 but lost the playoff game both years to Dartmouth. This is 
just the second time Princeton has won the title outright since 1978.

Going Dancing
Princeton will be making just its second NCAA Tournament appearance this 
year. The Tigers made the Tournament for the first time in program history 
last year, earning the Ivy League automatic bid. The team became a varsity 
sport in 1972 with the NCAA Tournament beginning a decade later in 1982.

Planting a Seed
Princeton has been awarded the highest seeds ever given to an Ivy League 
women's basketball team. The Tigers are a 12 seed this season, after an 11 
seed in the 2010 tournament, which was the highest seed ever awarded to the 
Ivy League. Harvard earned a 13 in 2002 and Dartmouth did in 2000. They've 
gotten five 16s, three 15s and six 14s. The only Ivy League team to win an 
NCAA game was Harvard in 1998 when as a No. 16 seed upset No. 1 Stanford. 

Last Time Out
Penn - Princeton ended the regular season with a 78-27 win over Penn on 
Tuesday, March 8 at The Palestra. It is the fewest points Princeton has allowed 
in a game since 1981 when Barnard, now Columbia, had 14 and was one point 
off of a Penn low for points in a game. It is the largest margin of victory in 
the series, besting the previous mark of 34. Princeton shot 50 percent (28-56) 
overall, its fifth game shooting 50 percent or better this season. Penn shot 12.9 
percent (8-62). The Tigers got 35 points from their bench, had 38 points in the 
paint to Penn's 10, had a 20-5 differential in points off of turnovers and a 16-2 
differential in second-chance points.

And the Award Goes To....
Addie Micir is the unanimous selection as the 2011 Ivy League Women’s 
Basketball Player of the Year and Lauren Polansky earned Defensive Player of 
the Year. This is Princeton’s first Player of the Year honor in program history 
and is the league's first unanimous Player of the Year selection since Harvard's 
Hana Peljto in 2003. Polansky is just the second player in the Ivy League to 
earn Defensive Player of the Year as the award originated in 2009, with Yale’s 
Sara Yee earning it twice.
   Princeton led the way with three first-team All-Ivy selections, including 
two unanimous picks in Micir and junior post Devona Allgood. Junior Lauren 
Edwards rounds out the first-team Tiger trio. This is the first time in history 
Princeton has had three first-team players in a single season.

We’re Well Rounded
Princeton has had four different players named Ivy League Player of the 
Week, more than any other team in the league. Junior Devona Allgood has 
been honored three times, sophomore Niveen Rasheed twice, junior Lauren 
Edwards one and senior Addie Micir once. Yale is next on the list with three 
different players earning the honors. 

Honey I’m Home
Princeton has finished playing on its home court but its streak may not be over. 
The Tigers have won 22 straight game on Carril Court, dating back to Dec. 12, 
2009. It is the eighth longest home court win streak in the NCAA. Princeton’s 
13 wins at Jadwin Gym this season is a program record, outlasting last year’s 
total of 12 wins at home.

Welcome Home
Princeton is one of two teams in the Division I that has both its men’s and 
women’s team go undefeated at home this season. The Tigers went 25-0 at 
home, while Duke was 32-0.

Last year the Tigers went 3-1 in 
March. The Tigers are 50-41 all-time during the month. 

Over 80
Princeton has scored over 90 points twice this season and had two 80+point games. Princeton scored 94 points 
on La Salle on Jan. 4, 90 on Lafayette on Dec. 13, 87 on Rider on Dec. 5 and 81 on Dartmouth on March 4. All four 
games were played at home. Since 2000, Princeton has scored 80+ points, 24 times. The 2002-03 team had seven 
80+ games, while last year’s team had four.

Shooter!
Princeton has shot over 50 percent in five games this season, it’s best shooting percentage coming against La 
Salle when the team shot 54.7 (35-64) percent. The Tigers shot 52.6 percent against Navy, 53.6 percent against 
Lafayette, 54.5 (30-55) against Dartmouth and 50 (28-56) at Penn.

The Fine Five
This season the starting five have scored 1,366 of the squad’s 1,959 points for 70 percent of the points. Last year 
Princeton’s starting five accounted for 74.8 percent of the team’s points, scoring 1535 of 2051. Princeton’s bench 
has scored the majority of the points in one game this year, when it had 38 of Princeton’s 75 against Dartmouth. 
The bench has had 30+ points in six games this year (Rider 36, Lafayette 30, La Salle 38, Dartmouth 38, Brown 
31, Dartmouth 40, Penn 35).

Tigers lost to Rutgers, Vanderbilt, St. Joseph’s and Harvard all by single digits.

From Hollywood California.....Lauren Edwards
Lauren Edwards was named the Ivy League Player 
of the Week for the week ending January 2. In a 71-
63 win over Wake Forest of the ACC, Edwards led 
all scorers with a season-high 21 points, shooting 
6-for-13. She matched her career-best of four three 
pointers in a game while adding three rebounds, 
three assists, one block and one assist. In a 67-
61 win over Davidson, Edwards scored 11 points 
and seven rebounds. She added three assists and 
a block and a steal. This is Edwards’ first Player of 
the Week honor this season, and second time in her 
career.

Red Hot Rasheed
Niveen Rasheed scored a career-high 28 points, 
scoring 22 in the first half alone to lead Princeton 
to a 90-58 win over Lafayette on Monday.

Niveen Rasheed was named the Ivy League Player 
of the Week on Monday, Nov. 22. On Thursday at 
Rutgers, Rasheed scored 14 points and added seven 
rebounds against the Scarlet Knights, who received 
votes in both the preseason AP Poll and ESPN/
USA Today Coaches Poll. She added three steals 
and one assist. Rasheed recorded her first double-
double of the season in Princeton’s 69-52 win over 
Lehigh, then ranked No. 18 in the CollegeInsider.
com Mid 5ajor Top 25. The victory halted Lehigh’s 
33-game home win streak as Princeton is the first 
team to win at Stabler Arena since the 2007-08 
season.

Mad for Micir
Addie Micir picked up three accolades on Monday, 
Nov. 29. She was named the Ivy League co-Player 
of the Week, the ECAC co-Player of the Week and 
the GoPrincetonTigers.com Athlete of the Week.  
She led Princeton to a 1-1 record at the Vanderbilt 
Tournament, stunning the USC and nearly knocking 
off No. 22/24 Vanderbilt. Micir scored both free 
throws with 5.0 seconds left to lift Princeton the 
60-59 win over USC. She finished the game with 10 
points, two rebounds, two assists and a steal against 
the Trojans, a team receiving votes in both national 
polls. The Tigers nearly defeated the Commodores, 
falling 74-68, after battling back from a 10-point 
deficit to take the lead in the second half. With 40 
seconds to play Princeton has down by just three. 
Micir led the team in scoring with a season-high 20 
points. She shot 6-for-13 from long range, matching 
her career best of six three-pointers in the game, 
but this time all six game in a single half. Micir 
added three rebounds, one assist, one block and 
one steal. Micir was named to the five-member All-
Tournament team for the her efforts this weekend.

Mad for Micir...Again
Addie Micir was named the Ivy League Player of the 
Week and the GoPrincetonTigers.com Athlete of 
the Week, presented by Coach USA, for the week of 
Jan. 10. She led Princeton to a 2-0 week and scored 
her 1,000th career point on her way to her second 
Ivy League Player of the Week honor of the 2010-
11 season. The senior guard became just the 18th 
player in Princeton women’s basketball history to 
reach the mark and did so on her first shot of the 
game on Jan. 4 against La Salle, hitting her 38th 
three-point basket of the season. She finished the 
game with 17 points, four rebounds, three assists, 
two steals and one block. On Jan. 8, Micir scored 
18 points to lead the Tigers to a win over Penn in 
the 2011 Ivy League opener. The win extends the 
Tigers’ conference win streak to 20, ranking third 
in the nation behind Connecticut and Stanford. 
When Penn cut a 19-point deficit to seven with 
1:44 to play it was Micir that stepped up, hitting a 
three from the left wing and scored the game’s next 
three points, all coming by way of free throws to 
give her team back a double-digit lead, 56-43, with 
11 seconds left.

Regional Rewards
Addie Micir was named the ECAC co-Player of the 
Week on Monday, Nov. 29. She earned the award 
along with Georgetown’s Sugar Rodgers. The 
award is presented weekly by the nation’s largest 
athletic conference of 300 member institutions, 
selecting among conference’s players of the week. 
Essentially, Micir and Rodgers were the best 
players in the region as the ECAC member schools 
range from Maine to North Carolina to Illinois. 
Micir finished her weekend at the Vanderbilt 
Tournament averaging 15 points, hitting eight 
three-pointers, six against Vanderbilt, and going 
4-for-4 from the free throw line, in addition to five 
rebounds, three assists, two steals and a block.

Nash - What?
Princeton went 1-1 at the Vanderbilt Tournament 
during the Thanksgiving week. Senior Addie Micir 
scored both free throws with 5.0 seconds left to lift 
Princeton the 60-59 win over USC, a team at the 
time was receiving votes in both national polls. 
It marked the program’s first ever win against a 
Pac-10 team. The Tigers faced the host school in 
the championship game. The Commodores, who 
are unbeaten in their 12-year history of their 
Thanksgiving Tournament, is the first ranked 
opponent Princeton has played this season. The 
Tigers nearly defeated the Commodores, falling 
74-68, after battling back from a 10-point deficit to 
take the lead in the second half.

Princeton’s 60-59 win over USC on Friday, Nov. 
26 at the Vanderbilt Tournament marked the 
program’s first win over a Pac-10 team. The Tigers 
are now 1-5 against the conference from the West 
Coast.

A+ Against the ACC
Princeton’s win over Wake Forest on Dec. 31, 
marked the Tigers’ first win over an ACC team 
since 1989. Princeton defeated North Carolina, 71-
69 at Jadwin Gym during the Princeton Invitational 
in 1989. Princeton is now 3-13 against the ACC.

The Final Countdown
•Princeton had the fourth-longest conference 
win streak in the nation, halted by Harvard on 
Feb. 5. The Tigers had won 22 straight, behind 
Connecticut, Stanford and Gonzaga. 
•Princeton was also one of the final three schools 
in the nation to have both its men’s and women’s 
programs undefeated, along with Harvard and 
Xavier.
•Princeton won a stretch of 19 Ivy League games 
by double digits from March 7, 2009 to Jan. 29, 
2011. 
·Princeton’s loss to St. Joseph’s on Dec. 19 marked 
the Tigers first loss to a team not ranked or 
receiving votes since Nov. 25, 2009 when it fell to 
UCLA, 69-59 at Pauley Pavilion.

They beat USC for a reason. We didn’t take them 
lightly and they were ready to play with a lot of 
confidence. We came out real strong with a lot of 
energy on our home court and then they made a 
run and they stepped it up. They played that way 
for the rest of the game and maintained it. “

After USC...
“I’ve said it over and over again from the very 
beginning, I love the fight of this team. After the 
heartbreaker losing at the buzzer at Rutgers last 
week, I’m so proud that we were able to pull this 
one out. My team never stopped competing, they 
stayed composed and executed when we needed it 
most. We were a stop or a score away from beating 
Rutgers a week ago. This time we got what we 
needed. It was a gutsy performance and a total 
team win. I couldn’t be prouder of them or happier 
for them.”

Month of February
Princeton finished February with a 7-1 record.  
Last year, Princeton finished the month of February 
with an 8-0 record, the first time the team finished 
undefeated during arguably one of the toughest 
months of the season. The most wins during 
February was nine recorded in 1986-87 when the 
team went 9-1.



Month of January
Princeton went 4-0 during the month of January, the 
second straight year the Tigers went undefeated in 
January. Princeton has gone undefeated in January 
four times in program history: 5-0 in 1998-99, 4-0 
in 2005-06, 5-0 in 2009-10, 4-0 in 2010-11.

Month of December
Princeton finished the final month of the calendar 
year with a 7-1 record, the best record during the 
month of December in program history. Last year 
the Tigers went 6-1 which became a new best after 
a 7-2 mark in 1974.

Month of November
Princeton finished off the month of November with 
a 3-2 record. Last season, Princeton set a program 
record for the most wins during the month of 
November, going 4-1. 

Open Sesame
All-time Princeton is 19-21 in season openers 
including this season’s 78-37 win over FDU. The 
Tigers have won the last three season openers, and 
is 6-4 in the last 10 years. 

Open Sesame Part II
Princeton is 17-12 in Ivy League openers since 
the league started its current format in 1982. The 
Tigers have played the Quakers in 15 openers and 
is 11-4 in those openers. Princeton has won its last 
six Ivy openers, all against Penn.

Preseason Prediction
Princeton was selected to win the Ivy League again 
this season in the 2010 Ivy League Preseason 
Media/SID Poll. The Tigers were nearly the 
unanimous first-place selection with 135 points 
and 16 first-place votes. Harvard received one 
first-place vote and 115 points as the runner-
up. Dartmouth was picked third with 96 points, 
followed by Yale with 84, Columbia with 73, Brown 
with 50, Cornell with 39 and Penn with 19.

O Captain! My Captain!
The team has selected its two seniors to be team 
captains this season. Krystal Hill and Addie Micir 
were announced as captains at the end-of-year 
banquet in the spring of 2010.

Coach Banghart and her staff have brought in three 
newcomers as the Class of 2014. Joining the Tigers 
are local forward Kristen Helmstetter (Bridgewater, 
N.J./Bridgewater-Raritan), and guards Nicole Hung 
(Los Angeles, Calif./Harvard Westlake) and Alex 
Rodgers (Mouth of Wilson, Va./Oak Hill Academy).

Courtney Banghart is in her fourth year as head coach of the Princeton 
women’s basketball team. In just three seasons as head coach she has 
turned the program into a dominating force in the Ivy League and in the 
region, forcing teams across the nation to pay attention to the up-and-
coming program after the most successful season in program history in 
2009-10.
	 The 2009-10 squad finished the season with a 26-3 overall record 
and a perfect 14-0 mark in the Ivy League to reach the NCAA Tournament 
for the first time in program history. The team set numerous records 

during the year including: most wins in a season (26), winning 25 of those 26 games by double figures, 
most road victories (14), longest win streak (21), longest home win streak (9), fewest losses (3), best 
win percentage (.897), most conference wins (14), most points (2051), highest scoring average (70.7), 
ranking sixth in the nation in scoring defense and fifth in scoring margin. At the end of the calendar 
year, Banghart was named the New Jersey Sports Writers Association Women's College Coach of the 
Year.
	 Going 14-0 in the Ivy League has happened just three other times, but the Tigers can boast that 
they won all 14 games by 11 or more points. Princeton also received the highest seed in the NCAA 
Tournament by an Ivy League team grabbing the No. 11 seed and also received the most votes by an Ivy 
team in the national poll. The Tigers recorded the program’s first 4-0 sweep of Dartmouth and Harvard 
and earned five All-Ivy League honors, the most received by the Tigers in a season. Freshman Niveen 
Rasheed became just the second Princeton player to be named the Ivy League Rookie of the Year, after 
she won nine Rookie of the Week honors during the season.
	 The 2008-09 team was predicted to finish seventh in the Ivy League, but Tigers closed out the 
season in third place with a 9-5 Ivy League record. It marked the second time in 10 years that the 
team finished with a league record of over .500, with those five losses being by a combined 20 points. 
Princeton finished its season 14-14 overall, with 11 of those losses to teams that made the postseason. 
The Tigers swept four Ivy League teams, finished second in the league in scoring defense, led the league 
in blocks and assists, and had three players named All-Ivy.
	 Bangart’s first recruiting class ranked No. 74 in the All-Star Girls Report, including a player that ranked No. 41 in the ESPNU HoopGurlz 100. Two of those 
freshmen were on the five-member Ivy League All-Rookie team.
	 Prior to coming to Princeton, Banghart spent four years as an assistant coach at her alma mater Dartmouth College, from 2003-07.
	 In her four seasons as an assistant coach under longtime Big Green mentor Chris Wielgus, Banghart helped Dartmouth to two Ivy League Championships 
and two NCAA Tournament appearances in 2005 and 2006. The Big Green had an overall record of 70-44 in those four seasons and was 41-15 in Ivy League 
play.
	 She has coached the 2007 Ivy League Player of the Year, the 2004 Ivy League Rookie of the Year, as well as five first-team all-Ivy picks, five second-team 
selections, and four honorable mention players. She also helped to recruit five players that made it on the Ivy League all-rookie team.
	 As both a coach and a player, Banghart was made four trips to the NCAA Tournament, one trip to the preseason WNIT and one trip to the postseason WNIT.
	 Banghart was four-year letterwinner for the Big Green, from 1996-2000. A three-year starter, she was an integral part of two Ivy League Championship 
teams in her junior and senior years. She was named first-team all-Ivy League in 1999 and 2000, and was a member of the all-Ivy League rookie team in 1997.
	 Banghart owned the arc at Dartmouth, sinking a program record 273 career three-pointers. She still holds the record for three’s in a season with 97, which 
earned her the Ed Seitz Award, as the best three-point shooter in Division I women’s basketball in 1999. Her personal best was eight three-pointers in one 
game. Banghart showed her skill, as one of eight participants that were invited to compete in the NCAA 3-Point/Slam Dunk contest televised on ESPN.
	 She earned a bachelor’s degree in neuroscience in 2000, and a master’s degree in writing and leadership development in 2007.
	 Between her stints at Dartmouth, Banghart worked at Episcopal High School in Alexandria, Va. She was head coach of both the girls’ basketball and tennis 
teams, guiding each to league championships, and was also the girls’ athletic director.
	 A native of Amherst, N.H., Banghart is the ninth head coach in Princeton women’s basketball history as the program.
	 She has been inducted into the New England Basketball Hall of Fame and the Dartmouth College Hall of Fame.

	 Prior to joining the Tiger staff, Moore was an assistant coach at Dayton University for one season after gaining experience at 
both Indiana State and her alma mater, Siena College.
	 Moore graduated from Siena in 1999 with a degree in finance and spent the better part of two years following graduation 
playing professionally in Luxembourg and Israel. She remains the all-time leading scorer and rebounder in Siena’s Division I 
history, with 2,021 points and 1,122 rebounds. Highlighting her collegiate career was being named the Metro Atlantic Athletic 
Conference (MAAC) Player of the Year in both 1998 and 1999.
	 In 2001, Moore returned to Siena as an admissions officer before joining the women’s basketball staff as an assistant coach 
for the 2002-03 season. That year, Siena advanced to the second round of the WNIT, and the Saints followed that up in 2003-04 

with a second straight MAAC regular-season title.
	 A native of Glandorf, Ohio, Moore then moved to Indiana State for a two-year stint from 2004-06. In 2005-06, the Sycamores won 27 games and played in 
the WNIT.
	 Post players are Moore’s specialty. She helped Ashley Clark at Indiana State win first-team all-Missouri Valley conference honors in 2005 and Siena center 
Liene Jansone was the 2003 MAAC Player of the Year.
	 Moore and Banghart played against each other three times with Siena winning two of the three contests with Dartmouth. As assistant coaches, Moore’s 
Siena team won a home game over Dartmouth in 2004 and Banghart’s Big Green beat Dayton in Hanover in 2006.
	 She and her husband Joe reside in Lawrenceville, N.J., and are expecting their first child in March 2011.

Milena Flores begins her fourth year as an assistant coach with the women's basketball team in 2010. She works primarily with 
the guards.
	 She came to Princeton after honing her coaching skills at Pacific, Lehigh and Yale.
	 During her playing career at perennial national contender Stanford, Flores helped the Cardinal to the NCAA Women’s 
Basketball Final Four in 1997. She was named first-team all-Pac-10 in 1999 and 2000, and was an honorable mention selection 
in 1998. The previous year she received Pac-10 all-freshman honors.
	 Flores finished her career and still ranks third on Stanford’s all-time assist list with 644. During her tenure she led the 
Cardinal in assists, free throw percentage and minutes during three of her four seasons. She also had the most steals on the team 
during the 1998-99 and 1999-2000 seasons.
	 She was named a first-team all-Pac-10 academic honoree twice and earned GTE/CoSIDA Academic all-district honors. 

Flores earned her degree in 2001 in political science.
	 After Stanford, Flores earned an NCAA postgraduate scholarship and continued her playing career for the WNBA’s Miami Sol as well as  Lithuania Lietuvos 
Telekomas.
	 Flores returned to California to serve as an assistant coach at Pacific during the 2002-03 and 03-04 seasons before heading east to Lehigh for one year. In 
2004-05, Lehigh finished 19-10, the second-best record in the Patriot League that year.
	 Prior to joining the Princeton staff, Flores was the assistant coach at Yale, working primarily with the guards. She helped the Bulldogs to a nine-win 
improvement from 2005-06 to 06-07, and guided guard Melissa Colborne to Ivy League Rookie of the Year honors in 2005.
	 Flores is a native of Snohomish, Wash., and she currently resides in Lawrenceville, N.J.

	 The loss was Princeton's 14th straight to the Scarlet Knights, with the last 
Princeton win back in 1978. Rutgers improved to 104-16 in the last nine seasons 
at home.
	 Among those 104 wins was an 83-35 win over Princeton exactly two years 
ago.
	 That loss two years ago left Banghart at 8-24 in her young coaching career. 
Since then, she is 40-17, and her team is 22-2 since a 10-point loss to the 
Scarlet Knights a year ago, when she led Princeton to a 14-0 Ivy record and the 
first NCAA tournament bid in school history.
	 This year, Princeton came in off a 41-point win over FDU in its opener, while 
Rutgers lost to California by nine and No. 2 Stanford by 13 to open its season.
	 Rutgers led 35-22 at the half and 39-24 with 18 minutes to go before 
Princeton turned its game up on both ends. It took four minutes to get the lead 
under double digits and then just three more for Princeton to get its first lead at 
42-41.
	 It would go back-and-forth from there with eight lead changes down the 
stretch, and Princeton would take a 53-52 lead on the seventh of those, when 
Lauren Edwards scored with 1:13 left.
	 The Tigers would get a stop after that, but the final sequence was set up 
when Niveen Rasheed's jumper hit the rim and bounded to the floor, where a 
mad scramble ensued. A held ball would have favored Princeton at that point, but 
the officials ruled that Chelsey Lee of Rutgers had possession and had called for 
a timeout before the ball was tied up.
	 As a result, the Knights had a chance to win the game, and Rushdan took 
full advantage, swishing a mid-range shot with 4.4 to play. Princeton was unable 
to get a shot off after that before the horn.
	 Rasheed led Princeton with 14 points and added seven rebounds, while 
Edwards and Addie Micir had 11 each. Devona Allgood had eight points and 
eight rebounds, adn Kate Miller came off the bench to spark the comeback with 
seven points while drawing two key charges.
	 Rushdan led RU with 13.
	 Rutgers shot 52% for the first half while making 4 of 5 three-pointers, but 
Princeton held the Knights to 23% shooting and 0 for 4 on three-pointers in the 
second half.
	 Princeton shot 32% in the first half and 45% in the second half, but the 
Tigers came away with 12 offensive rebounds and nine second-chance points 
after intermission.
	 Rutgers now leads the series with the Tigers either 15-1 or 15-3, depending 
on whether two early 1970s games against Doulgass are counted. There is 
no disputing the current series streak, which now stands at 14 for the Scarlet 
Knights.
	 Of those 14 wins, six have been by at least 20 points and four have been 
by at least 40. The Scarlet Knights scored 110 against Princeton a year after the 
last Tiger win and 116 the year after that.
	 Those games - like the 48-point RU win two years ago - are just numbers in 
the record book now.
	 The one-point loss this time around stings, but it does show how far the 
Tigers have come in a short time.

	 It was a back and forth affair in the first half. The lead changed hands six 
times and was tied four times. USC scored first but Princeton would take it's first 
lead on a Niveen Rasheed three-point play at 15:38, 5-4.
	 USC would regain the lead on a pair of free throws by Christina Marinacci 
and would go up by four, 11-7, before Princeton battled back to take the lead 14-
13 when Rasheed stole the ball and ran down the court for a jumper in the lane.
	 USC scored the next five points, 18-14, but Princeton answered with seven 
straight with Rasheed scoring twice and Micir draining a three, to give the Tigers 
their largest lead of the half, 21-18.

The Hawks 
continued to expand their lead working their way to a 10-point edge, 19-9 at 
9:01. Baker led the way, scoring five of St. Joseph's 11.
	 A basket by Edwards sparked an 8-0 run by the Tigers. Kate Miller hit a 
three from the top of the key and Edwards would drain one from the left wing to 
get her team within two, 19-17 at 6:43. 
	 Erin Shields hit a three-pointer for the Hawks before Devona Allgood scored 
her first of the game with a hook shot. Katie Kuester answered with a jumper to 
keep St. Joseph's ahead by five, 24-19 with 5:20 to play.
	 A steal by Edwards was converted into a three by Laura Johnson, and a 
steal and fast break by Niveen Rasheed resulted in her own basket to tie the 
game at 24 with 1:47 on the clock. 
	 On the next run down the court, Rasheed blocked Ashley Primm's shot to 
get the Tigers possession and Edwards would hit a jumper to give Princeton its 
first lead since 19:01, 26-24, with 19 seconds to play.
	 Baker would sink her fourth basket to start the second half, to tie the game 
at 26, but Princeton would work its way up to a 10-point lead at 11:54 on a 14-4 
run, with Micir scoring two from behind the arc during that time.
	 The lead would quickly be diminished as the Hawks answered with a 12-3 
run to make it a one-point game, 43-42 with a little more than five minutes to 
play. Baker would score seven of her team's 12 points during the run.
	 Edwards tried to keep the lead strong with a jumper before the team's 
traded baskets.
	 Two fouls on Princeton led to St. Joe's getting the lead back for the first time 
since the first half, as Baker and Primm both shot 2-for-2 from the line to take a 
48-47 lead.
	 Allgood would add a basket to retake a one-point lead and Rasheed would 
hit two free throws for a 51-48 lead with 1:03 to play. Baker wouldn't go away 
converting on a three-point play to even the game with 51 seconds left.
	 Rasheed was fouled with 32.1 seconds left by Cavallo but Rasheed couldn't 
convert on the basket and St. Joe's got the defensive board to hang on for the 
last shot. The shot was long and Rasheed got the rebound and launched the ball 
from three-quarter court to send the game into overtime.
	 Rasheed and Micir gave Princeton a four-point lead in the first overtime, but 
the Hawks answered with two to tie it.

	 Rasheed had a double-double with 18 points and 11 rebounds, as well 
as four assists, three steals and one block.

PRINCETON, N.J. (3/5/11) - The Princeton women's basketball team is 
the 2011 Ivy League Champion and is the first team to earn a spot in the 
NCAA Tournament after a 68-59 win over Harvard on Saturday, March 5 at 
Jadwin Gym in front of a crowd of more than 2,000.
	 This is the Tigers' ninth Ivy League championship and second straight. 
The Tigers finished their season with a perfect 13-0 record at home and 
extend their home court winning steak to 22.
	 Junior Devona Allgood recorded her second double-double of the 
weekend with 12 points and 10 rebounds and matched her career-high 
with six blocks. Classmate Lauren Edwards had a game-high 15 points, 
eight rebounds, three steals and two assists. Senior Krystal Hill added 13 
points, five rebounds and four steals and sophomore Kate Miller chipped 
in 11 points going 4 for 4 from the floor.
	 Princeton started the game on a 12-4 run but Harvard would score the 
next nine straight points to take the lead, 13-12 at 8:56.
	 A three by Miller gave Princeton back the lead but Christine Clark 
evened the game at 15-15 with a jumper. An offensive put back by Allgood 
and a made free throw by Miller put Princeton back up by three, 18-15, 
but Christine Matera made it a one-point game with a second-chance 
basket. Hill drained a three from the top of the key and Edwards dropped 
in a layup to give the Tigers a 23-17 lead with 4:42 to play. Harvard scored 
the next six points to even the game at 23 all with a three minutes left. 
Princeton went back up by three on a free throw by Hill and a layup by 
senior Addie Micir, but a Matera three-ball washed away the lead with 1:16 
left.

	 Two minutes into the second session Princeton had a nine-point edge 
before the Crimson started to chip away at the lead. Harvard would go on 
a 10-2 run in span of 1:32 to make it a 40-39 game.
	 A three pointer by Miller gave the Tigers a two-possession lead but 
Harvard wouldn't go away. The teams traded baskets over the next nine 
minutes with Princeton going up by as much as eight and as little as two.
	 With five minutes to play, the Tigers felt the game was in their control 
when Micir had three-point play that put her team up by nine, 58-49. 
Victoria Lippert would score three points for her team before Edwards 
drained a three from the left wing on the next possession and a steal 
and fastbreak layup by Hill earned the first double-digit lead of the game, 
63-52, with 3:20 on the clock. Brogan Berry and Clarke gave their team 
back-to-back baskets but Johnson drained a jumper and free throw to put 
her team back up by 10 with 55 seconds left. Allgood gave her team its 
largest lead of the game, 12 points, with a layup after getting the offensive 
rebound on Johnson's missed free throw. Berry tried to keep her team in 
it with a three on the other end of the court but with 47 seconds left the 
deficit was too much.
	 Princeton would send the ball out of play to get a standing ovation for 
seniors Micir and Hill and hang on to the ball for the win.
	 Matera had a team-high 13 points and four assists, while Lippert and 
Berry had 12 points apiece. Clark added 11 and led the team on the glass 
with seven rebounds. Jackie Alemany had six boards. Harvard shot 40.4 
percent (23-57) from the field, 38.9 percent (7-18) from behind the arc and 
46.2 percent (6-13) from the line.
	 As a team Princeton shot 43.5 percent (27-62) overall, 43.8 percent 
(7-16) from long range and 53.8 percent (7-13) from the stripe. The 
team had 36 points in the paint to Harvard's 14 and had 17 points off of 
turnovers, while Harvard had just eight.
